There is pretty strong inference that the antideluvians
measured timne by wecks from the account given by Noah,
when the waters of the deluge began to subside. Ife
‘“sent out a dove which soon returned.” At the end of
seren days he sent her out again ; und at the end of seren
days more, he sent her out a third time. Now why this
preference for the number scren ? why not five or ten
days, or any other number 7 Can it be supposed that his
fixing on upon scren was accidential 1 How muech more
natiiral to conclude that it was in olicdience to the autho-
rity of God, as expressed in the 2d chap. of Gen. A simi-
lar division of tine is iucidentally mentioned in Gen. xxix ;
“fulfil her week and we will give thee this also; and Ja.
cob did so and fulfilled her weck.”” Now the word weck
is every where used in Scripture as we use it; it never
means more nor less than seren days (except as symbols of
years) aud one of them was in all other cases the Subbath,
But now suppose there had been an entire silence on the
subject of the Subbath for this twenty-five hundred years,
would that be safiicient evidence that there was nove. 1f
60, we have tlic same evidence that there was no Sabbath
from the reign of Joshua till the reign of David, four Lan-
dred and six years, as no mention is made of it in the his-
tory of that period.  Butwho can be persuaded that Samu.
el and the pious Judges of Isracl did not regard the Sab.
bath. What does God say of Abratam? that he “obeyed
Iny voice, and kept my charge, my commandments, my
" #latutes and my laws. (See what he calls themn in Exo.
3vi: 27,30.) This, of course, inclndes the whole. Then
Abraham reverenced God's Sabbath. Once more, there
is no meation of the circumcision from the days of Joshua
till the days of Jeremiah, a period of more than eight hun.
dred years. Wil it be believed that Samuel and David,
and ull those pious worthies with the whole Jewish nation,
neglected that essential seal of the covenant for eight hun.
dred yeurs? It caunot be admitted for a moment. Haw
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then can any cne suppose fiom the alleged ailence of tce

sacred history that Adam, Enoch, Noah and Abraham,
kept no Sabhath because the fact was not stated 1 If we
turn to Jer. ix:25,26. we find that they had not neglected
this right of circumcision, only they had nct circumcised
their hearts ; o that the proofis clear, that silence respect-
ing the keeping any positive command of God, is no evi-
dence that it is not in full force.

Azain, of the Sabbath was not institnted in Paradize, why
did Moses mention it in connection with the creation of
the world? Why not rcseive this fuct for two or three
thousand years in his hisiory, nntil the mauna fell in the
wilderness, (sec Ixo. xvi: 23) and then state that the
seventh day Sabtiath commencid, as some will have-it? [
answer, for the very best ot reasons, that it did not com-
mence there. Lot ns examine the text. “And it came to

- pass, ot on the siath duy they gathered twice as much
{:read as on any preceding day, and all the rulers of the
congicgation came ard teld Jivses.  And he said unto tbemr
this is that which the Lord hath said, to-morrow is thestest of
the holy sallatk, buke that ‘which ye wiil bahe, &e. &e."”
If this had been the ertabli-hing of tha holy Sabbath and
Maoses had raid to-morrow skall be the Sabbath, then would
it have been clear; bat no, hic speaks as familiarly about
it as we dp when we say that to-marrow is the Subbath,
showing conclusively that it was known before, or how

could the people have known that they must gather two -

day’s mauna on Friday the sixth dry, unless they liad had
some -previous knowledge of the Sabbath? for Moses had
already tanght them not to “ leave any of it uutil the morn-

ing"—v. 19. The 20th verse rhiows that the Szabbath had -

Answer in the
recond chapter of Genesis and no where else; and the

eéame weck on which the manna fell, the weekly Sabhath .
was revived among or with God’s chesen people. Grotius ™~

tells us * that the memory of the ereation’s being performed
11 seven days, was preserved not anlv among the Greeks
end ltalians, but'among the Celts and Indians.” Otber
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writers say Assyrians, Dgyptians, Arubians, Britons and
Germang, all of whom divide their time into weeks.  Philo
#1ys ‘‘the Sabbath is not peculiar 10 any one people or
country, but is commeon toallthe world.”  Josephus states
*“that there is no city either of Greeks or barbarians or
any other npation, where the religion of the Sabbath is not
known." Dut as they, like the great mass of God’s pro-
fessed people in christendom, paid little or no heed to
what God had said about the particular day, (except tho
Jews, aud a few others) they (us we are intormed in his-
tory) adopted pecular days to =nit themsclves, viz: the
christian nations chose to obey the Pope of Rome, who
changed the screnth day Sabbath to the first day, and called
it the holy Sabbath; the Persians selected Monday ; the
Grecians Tuesday ; the Assyrians Wednesday ; the ‘Egyp-
tians Thuralay; the Turks Friday, and the Jews the se.
venth day, Saturday, as God had commanded. ‘Tliree
standing wiracles a week, for about forty years annually,
ought to perpetuate the Sabbath.  1s1, donble the guantity
of manna on the sixth day: 2, noue on the seventh; 3d,
did not spoil un the sevenih day. Ifit does not matter
which day you keep holy to the” Lord, then all these na.
tiona are right. Now refleet one moment on this, and
then open your bible aud read the commandment of the
God of all these nations! + REMEMBER! (what yon
have Leen taught belore) the Sallath duy to Lecp it holy ;"
(which davis it Lord 1) “ the SEVENTII is th: Salbath
of the Lord thy God : in it theu shalt wot do any work, thow
nor thy sen, nor thy daughtcr, thy mau servait nor thy maid
ccreant, nor thy catile, nor thy stranger, that is awithin thy
gates.”

«« Also the dous of the stranger, (who are these if they are
not Gentiles 7 ) every one that keepeth the Sabbath from
poiluting it, (dovs he mean me? yes, every zentile in the
universe, or clse he respects persons) even them will 1
bring to my holy mountain and make them joyful in my
house of prayer; for my house ¢hall be called an house of
prayer for all people.”

Now we ask, if God has ever abrogated the law of the
Sabbath? 1f he has it can easily be found. We under-
take to say withont fear of contradiction, he has not made
any such record in the bihle; but en the contrary, he calls
it a perpetual covenant, a *“sign between e and tie chil-
dren of Israel forever,” for the reacon that he rested on
the seventh day, Exo. xxxi: 16, 17. Says one, has not
the ceremonial law been munulled and nailed to the cross?
Yes, but what of that7  \Why then the Subbath must be
asholished, for Paul saysso! \Where? Why in Cols. 2d
chapter, and xiv. Romans- - How can you think that God
ever inspired Paul to say that the screnth day Sabbath was
made void or nailed to the cross at the crucifixion, when he
never intended any such change; if he did, he certainly
would have deceived the inhabitants'of Jerusalum, in the
I)romisc which he made them about two thousand four
wndred and forty-six yearsago! Turnnow to Jer. xvii:
25, and tell me if he did not promise the inhabitants of Je-
rusalem that their city shonld remain forever if they would
hallow the sabbath day. Now suppose the inhabitants of
Jerusalem had entered into this agrecment, and entailed it
upon their posterity (because you see it could not have
been fulfilled unless it had continned from gencr:''on to

yes.  Woell, then, I aek you to show hav . cculd bLave

it altogether 1 I say, therefore, if there has been any
change one way or “the other in the Sabbath, since that

Does the apostle here mean
Lo kay, that under the new or Christian dispensation itis a
matter of indifference which day of the week is kept as a
Sabbath, e whether any sal bath at all is kept1 Was that
imgtitution which the people of God had been commanded
to cull a delight, the holy of the Lord, honorable, now to
be estecined of sq carnal a nature as to he ranked among
the things which (}cuu “took out of the way, nailing iy te
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12 i
bis cross.” If this bo true, then has Jcaus, in the-sam4
wauner, abolished the cight lnat verses in the fifty-cighth
of Isaiah, und the 2d, 6th aud 7th verses of the 56th chap-
ter havo no reference to the Gentile since the crucifixion.
O Lord help us rightly to understand and divide thy word.
But is it not evident from the four first verses in the sama
chapter of Romans, that Paul is speaking of feast days;
Hear him explain. * Destvoy nothimwithihy meat for whom

15,17 v, als0 29, 23, Giving them again in substance the
decrees which had been given by the Apostles iu their fust
conference, in A. D.5); held at Jerusalem. See Acts
axv: 19, James proposes theirletter to the Gentiles should
be * that they abstain from pollution of Idols, and from for-
nication, and from tiings strangled, and from blood;" to
which the confercnce all agreed. Now please read their
unanimond decrees (xvi: 4,) from twenty-three to thirty
verses. ¢ For it seemed goad to the Holy Ghost and 1o us,
to luy upon you no greater burden than these necessary
things.”  *'That ye abstain from meats offered to Tdols. and
fram blood, and from things strangled, and from fornication,
from which if ye keep vonrselves ve shull do well.”  Read-
ing along to the 13th of the next chapter, we find Panl es-
tablizhing the Churchies with these deerees; (see 4,5,)and
at Philippi he holds hix meeting, (not in the Jews Syna-
gogue) but at the river's side, on thie Sabbath day. A liule
fromthisitis said that Panlisin Thesalonica prewching on
the Sabbath days.  Luke says this was his smanner. What
wasit?

ing. “ Blotling out the hand-writing of ordinances that :
was against us, which was contrary 1o us, and took it out {
of the way, nailing it to his crosa.” . :

‘ Let no man therefore judge you in meat, or in drink,
or in respect of a holy day, or of the new moon, or ofthe |
Babbath days.” Coll. it 14,16. Now here is one of
the strong argnments adhered to by all those who say the
soventh day Sabbath was ubolished at the crucifixion of
our Lord : while on the other haud Ly the great mass of
the Christian world, (x0 called,) the seventh day Sabbath
ceased here, and inless than forty-eight hours lge change
wis made to the first day of the week. Now remember
Panl's manner, (before stated) itinerating from city to city
and nation to nation, always preaching to Jews and Gen-
tiles on the seventh day Sabbath, (for there is no other day
called the Lord's Sabbath inthe Bible.) Now if the Apos-
e did mean to inclnde the Sabbath of the Lord God with
the Jewish feasts and Sabbaths in the teat, then the course
he toak 10 do o, was the strangest imaginable. His man-
ner always was, us recorded, with the exception of one
night, 1o preach on the very day that he was luboring to
wbolich, If yon will look at the date in your bitles, you
will learn this same apostle had been laboring in this way
88 a special nessenger to the Gentiles, between twenty i
end thirty years since (as you say) the Sabbuth was chang-
ed or aholished, aud yet never uitered one word with re-
fpect to any other day in the week to be set apart as a- ho-
Iy day or Nabbath. Junderstand all the argwinents sbout
his luboring in the Jewish Synugogue on their Sabbaih,
beecause they were open fur waorship on that day, &c., but
be did not always preach in their Synagogues. He says
that he preached the Kingdom of Gud, wnd lsbored in his
own hired house for two years. He also establithed a
duily inceting for disputation in the schcol of Tyrunna.—
Acts xix: 9.~ Again he says, I have “kept back NOTH.
ING that was PROFITABLE unto you. (Now if the

- Bubbath had been changed or abolished, would it not have
been prafiuable to have told them so !) and have tsught yon
publicly, and from house to house.” “For I huve ‘not
thunned 1o declare nuto you ALL the council of God.”—~ |
Actr 33591, 27, Then it is clear that he taught thera by |
exzmple ..t the Subbath of the Lord God was pot abo{
ieed. Luke spys it was the cuctem (or wianner) of Christ

" -
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to teach in the synagogues on the Subbath day. iv: 16,
31. Mark eays, ‘““And when the Sabbath day was come
he began to teach in their synagogue."” Mark viz 2.—
Now if Jesus was about to abolirh or change this Sabbath,
(which belonged to the first code, the moral law, and not
the ceremonial, the second code, which was to be nailed
to his cross, or rather, as said the angel Gabricl to Daniel,
ix: 27, “lie (Christ) in the midst of the week shall cause
the sacrifice and oblution to cease,” meaning that the Jew-
ish sacrifices and offerings would cease at lus death.) Je-
gus did not attend to any of the ceremonics of the Jews ex-
cept the passover aud the feasts of tabernacles.  Why did
he say, “ Think not I am cone to destroy the late or the
prophets? 1 am not come to destroy bat fultill.  One jot
or one title shall in no wise pass from the lawe until all be
fulfilled.”  “ Whosocever therefore shall break one of
these least commandments” &c. Did he mean the ten
commandinents?  Yes; for he immediately points out the
third, not to take God's name in vain; sixth and seventh, ~
"not to kill nor to cownnit adnltery, and styles them the
least.  Then, the others, which include the fourth, of
course were greater than these.  Matt. v; 17—19, 21, 27,
33, aud were not to be broken nor pass away. ‘Then the
' Bubbath stands uuchanged. ,

Almost every writer which I have read on the subject of
abolishing or changing the seventh day Sabbath, calls it the
Jewizh Sabbath, heuce their dificulty.  How can it be the
Jewish Sabbath when it was established two thousand
years before there wus a Jew on the face of the carth, and
certainly twenty-five hundred before it was embodied in
the decalogue, or re-enucted and written in stone by tlie
fingzer of God at Sinai.  God called this IHIS Sabbath, aud
Jerus says it was made for mau, (not particularly for the
Jdews.) .

“Well,” says one, ‘“whatis the meaning of the texts
which you have quoted, where it speaks of Sabbaths 7"'—
Answer:  These are the Jewish Sabbatlis ! which belong
to them as a nation, and are connected with their feasts.
God by Hosea makes this distinction, and says, ** I will also
cause all ker mirth to cease, her feast days, her new moons,
and her Subbaths, aud all her solemn feasts.”  These then
helong to the text guoted, and not God’s Subbath. Do
you a:k for the proof? Beo xxiii Levit. 4. ** These are
the FEASTS of the Lord, which ye shall proclaim in thyir
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eeasons, EVERY THING UPON HIS DAY "—37th v,
(May we not deviate a Jittle? 1f you do it will be at your

eril.) Fificenth and sixteenth verses give them a fifty
day's Sabbath; wwenty-fourth verse says: Speuk “unto
the children of Israel, saying in the seventh month in the
first day of the month, shall ye have a Salbath, a memorial
of blowing of trumpets, an Licly convecation.”

“ Also on the tenth day aof the scventh month there shall
be a day ofatonement. It shail be unto you a Sabbath of
rest.” 27, 32, -

« Also on the fileenth day of the seventh month when

o shull bave gathered in the fruit of the land, ye shall
ceep a feast unto the Lord scven days.  On the first shall
be « Sabbath, and on the cighth day shall be a Sabbath.
30th v. And Moscs declared unto the children of Israel the
FEASTS of the lord.” 44th v. Now here we have
FOUR Linds of Jacizh Sabbaths, clso called “FEASTS of
the Lovd,” w0 be kept annually.  "The first fifiy days or scv-
en weeks Sabbath ends the third month, seventh.  Inthree
manths and twenty-four days more cominences the second
Bablath, seventh montly, first; the neat, the tenth ; the lust
the fificeuth of the wonth.  Between the first two Sab-
baths there is an interval of one hundred and twelve days ;
the next two, ten days, and the uext, five days. Now it
can be seen ata glince, that neither of these Sabbatha
could be on the seventh day any oftener than other anou-
al feast could come on that duy. These then -are what
losea calis HER Sabibaths.  Paul calls them Hory pavs,
new moons, and sabbaths; and this is what they are stated
to be. TLe first day of the seventh month is a ncw moon
Saenatn, the teuth’is a Sabbath of rest and Holy convo-
cation, a day of atoncment, and the fificenth a feast of

. Bubbathe. Do you ask for any more evidence that these

aro the Jewish Sabbaths, and thut God's Sabbath is separ-
ate fiom them?  Read then what God directed DMoses to
write in the third verse s “Six days shall work be dene,
Lut the screnth day is the Sabbath of rest, an Loly convoca-
tion, ye «hall do no work therein, it is the Subbuth of the
LORD in your dwellings.”  Now Moses has Lere declar-
ed from the mouth of the Lord, that theee are ALL the
fuast of the Lord, (there is no more nor less) and every
tiiug is to v upon his day. and he has clearly cnd de-
finitely sep: 1 Lis Sabbath from the other {’uur.

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“ And Moses 101d the children of Israel according to ail
that the Lord commanded Moses.” Ilere is the Sth day
Sabbath, which makes 5 Jewish Sabbaths, every one of
them differing from the other and the Lord’s Sabbath, no
more connected with them than in the xalii of Levit. just
named. Here then is an unansweralle argument for a

separation of the Jewish from the Lord's Sabbath, and,

shows conclusively what Paul calls“ shadows "in ii Col ; 17,
and Hosea *“her Sabbaths,  And in the days of Nehemiah
when Ezra hind red the law to the people, viii (more than’
one thousand yeurs after they were promulgated,) they
bound themsclves under an oath “to walk in God's law
which was given by the hand of Mases, the servant of God.”
“ And to observe and do all the commandments of the Lord,
our Lord” x: <., And that there might Le no misun-
derstanding about the kind of Salibaths, they say, “If the.

- peopla bring ware or any victuuls on the Sabbath day to
- zeti, that we wonld not buy it'of them on the Sabbath or on

the holy day,” (31 v.) bt they would “ charge themselves
yearly with a third part ofa slickel (to pay for) * the burnt’
offerings of the Sablatks, of the uac moans, for the sl feagts,”
&c. (33 v.)) for the honse of God, including what has al-
ready been set forth in Leviticus and Noubers. Now as
their feast days commeneed and ended with a Sablath, so
when their feasts ceased to he binding on them these Sal-
baths mustalso, and all were “ nailed to the erose.” Now
I ask if there is one particle of proof that the Sabbath of

the Lord s inclnded in these sabbaths and jeast  days t—

Wlho then dare join them together or contradict the Most
Higzh God, and eall 11s the Jaeish Sabbah T Thdrs was'
nailed to the eross when Jesus died, while ahie Lord’s is an
ecerlusting sign a Perpetual corenanl.  The Jews, as a na-
tion, broke their covenant.  Jesus and his disciples were

Now I ask if this clianging the eubjects from Jew to Gen-.
tile made void the cormandments and law of God, or in

- other words, aholished the fourth commandment! If sa,

the ather nine are not hinding. Ttcannot be that God ev-’
erintended to mislead his suljects.  Let us illustrate this,
Suppose thatthe Congress of'lilncsc United Sattes in their
present emer; < ney, should promulgate two scparate codes
ol lawy, one to be perpetual, and the other temporary, to be
sholishied when peade was proclaimed between this coun-
try and Mesico. The time comes, the temporary laws are
[

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abolished : but strange to hear, a large portion of the people
are now insisting upon it that because peace is })mcraimcd
that both these codes of laws are furever ubolished; while
another class are sirenuously insisting that it is only the
Sourth law in the perpetual code that's now abolished, with
the temporary and 2l tie rest is still binding. Opposcd to
- all theseis a lexird class, headed by the ministers and kcribes
of the nation, who are writing and preaching from Maine
to Florida, insisting upon it without fear of coutradictien,
that when peace was proclaimed this fourth law in the per-
petual code was to change its_date to another day, gradu-
al'y, (while some of them =ay immediately) and thenccfor-
ward hecome perpetual, and the other code abolished; and
vet not one of these b able to show from the proccedings
of Congress that the least alteration had cver been made in
the p(‘rpolunl code. ‘T'hus, to me, the case stands clear
thut neither of the Jaws or ten counnandients in the first
code, ever has or ever can be annulled or changed while
mortclity is stamped on man, for the very reason that Gud's
moral law has no limitation.  Jesus then broughitin a new
covenant, which continued the Sablath by writing his luw
upon their hearts.  Paul says, written not with ink, but
with the spirit of the living God; not in tulles of stoue, but
in fleshy tables of the heart.” 2 Cor. dii s 3. And when
writing to the Romans he shows low the Gentiles are a
law unto themselves.  He says, they “shew the work of
the law written in their hearts, their consciences always
bearing them witness, and their thoughts the meap while
accusing or ¢ls¢ excusing oue another,” (when wlil this be
Paul) “iu the day when God shalljudze the secrels of meu
by Jesus Christ according 10 my gospel.”  §iz 15, 16. How
plain that this is all the chunge.  The Jews by nature had
the law given them on talles of stone, while the Gentiles
Lad the law of cowmandments written on their hearta.
Paul tells the Eplicsians that it was * the luw of command-
ments contained in ordinances,” (ii: 15) not on tables that
veere nailed to the cross. I the ten commandments, first
written by the finger of God on stone, und then at the scc-
ond covenant on fleshy tables of tie heart, are shadows,
cam any one tell where we shall find the substance ? We
ara answered, in Christ.  Well, hear Isuiuh. . e wayw,
+that he (Christ) will magnify the Jaw and ralie it honor-
able.” alii: 21, Again, I ask, where was the nereesity
and of what use were the ten commandments written on
our Learts, if it was not to reuder perfect obedience 1o
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them. If we do not keep the day God has sanctified, then -
we break not the leust, but ane of the greatest of his com-
‘mandients.  Before we leave this purt of our subject
let us examine £ Cor. 1ii: 7, 9, 13, 15. 1 have been told
that these verses clearly prove the abelition of the 10
commandments.  Itis admitted by all our opponents, that
the change which they so much jusist upon, respecting thie
commandments, took place at the cruc'fixion of our Lord.
Itis clear from ii Col: 14 that the hand-writlng of ordinan- -
ces (the law of Moses) was then taken ont of our way, and
all that was contrary to us, but the 10 commandments were
never centrary to us, cspecially the 4th, the Sabbath, for
“it was made for man.”” ‘The 2d or Gospel Covenant
Paul tells the Hebs. is written upon our hearts. viii ¢ 10,
This is the same ten coinmandments; then instcad of being
taken away or abolished thev are still nearer_to us. Sce
also 3dv of 2d Cor: iii. If Paul was luboring here to show
the ubolition of the ten commandments in A. D. 60, (look
at the top of your hible for the dute) pray tell me if you
can what lic meant by writing to the Romans the very same
year und telling than that ¢ the law wwas holy, and the com-
mandinesnts holy, just and good.” That he meaut no other
than the Law aud Commandments in the dcealogue, sce
xiiiz 8,9, About four years after this he is exhorting the
Ephesians to the keeping the 5th commandment.  Ye says
itis the ¢ first cinmandment with promise.”  vi: 2. Ti)le
same year that he writes the Romans he dates his 1st Eple-
tle tothe Cor. in ch. vii: 19, and says circumcision is
nothing and uncircumeision is mothing, (what is, Paul?
hut ‘the Leeping the commandicnts of God. Now all this
was cerluin{y more than twenty-five yearsafier the erncifix-
ion. Is not the proof then positive and forever establisked
that Paul’s preaching is right to the point in establishing
the commundments of God instead o abolishing thewm? I
1 have not made it plain here, I would Just suy once more,
that the Apostle’s urgument where he refers to the abolition
of the law in Row., Cor., Gall., scev: 14, Eph. and Heb.
he always means the carnal commandments” and laws of
Moscs, and not the commundents of God, as he, has
fhown. Sce Aots xai1 20,21, Hecre is circumcision, and
the customs, the “laze of Moscs, and not one breath about
the Sabbath.  But if you will trace back to the xviii : 4,11,
f'ou will sce that instead of abolishing THE Sabbath, Payl
1d just come from Cotinth, where he had lieen preachin
for 78 Subbaths in succession O Lord help thy peopig
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to scc THESE truths and keep thy law! Still, there are
many other texts relating to the law, presented by the op-
posite view, to show that the law respecting the Sabbath is
abolished. Let uslook at some of them.  But it will be
uecessary in the first place, to make a clear distinction be-
tween what is commonly called the

MORAL AND CEREMONIAL LAW.

Bro. S. S. Snow, in writing ou this subjeet abont one
year ago, in the Jubilee Standard, asks “ by what authority
this distinction is wade.”  Ile says, *“ncither our Lord or
liis apostles made any such distinction.  When speaking
of the law they uever used the termms moral or ceremonial,
hut ulways spake of it as a whol-, calling it the law,” and
further says, “ we must have a *thus saith the Lord’ to satis-
fy us.” Se Isay. [huve no doubt Lyt thousands have
stapped here; indeed, it has been 1o me the most ditlicult
point to settle in this whole question.  Now let us come to
1t fuirly, and we shall see that the old aud new  testament
writers have ever kept up the distinction, although it may
in some parts scem.to be one code of laws.

From the twentieth chapter of Exodus, where the law of
the Sabbath was re-enacted, and onward, we find two dis
tinct codes of laws.  The first was written on two tables
of stone with the finger of God; the second was taken
down from his mouth und recorded by the hand of Moses
in o book. Paul calls the latter carnal commandmenta
and ordinances, (rites or &romonies) which come under
two heads, religious and political, and are Moses's, Tiie
firrt code i3 God's. For proof see Exo. xvi: 23, 30.
* How long refuse ye to keep my commandments and my
laws: see for that l{lc Lord hath given you the Sabbath;
and so the people rested on the Sabbath day.”  Also inthe
hook of Leviticus, where the law of ceremeonies is given
o the levites or priests, Moses closes with these words :
“ These are the commandments which the Lord commaud-
ed Moses for the children of Israel in Mount Sinaiy in
Heb. vii: 16, 17, called carnal conunandments.

Azain, ¢ the Lord suid unto Moces, come up to me into
the Mount, and be theres and I will give thee tables of
stone, and a law, and commandments which I have writ-
ten.”  Lxo. xxiv: J2. TFurther he calls them the ten com-
mandinents—xxxiv: 28.  And Moses puls them “into the
ark "—xl1: 20. Now for the sccond code of lars. See Dent.
xxxls 9,105 and xxiv: %G, “ Aud when Moses had fin-

° ‘
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ished writing the law, he cohimanded them to put this book

“of the Law (of ceremonies) in the side of - the ark of the

covenant to be read at the end of every seven years.”—
"This is not the rong of dcliverance by Moscs in the forty-
four verses of the thirty-second chapter.  For, eight hun-.
dred and rixty-seven years after this, in the reign of Joriah,
king of Israel, the high pricst found this book in “ the tem-
ple,” (2 Chron. xxxiv: 14, 15) which moved all Israel.
One hundred and seventy-nine “years further onward, Fz-
ra was from morning tll noon reading out of this beok,
Neho vinis 85 Heb, ix: 19. Paul's comments.

Bro. Snow says in regard to the commandinents, “ The

rinciples of moral conduct embraced in the law, were

I;inding befure the law was given, (meaning that one of
course at Mount Sinai) and are binding now; it is immu-
table and eternal!  "They are comprehended in one word,
LOVE." IfLe meant, as we believe he did, to compre-
hend what Jesus did in the xix. and xxii. chap. Matt. 37—
40, and Paul, and Juines, and John afier him, then we ask
how it is possible fur hin to reject from that code of laws,
the ounly one, the sceenth day rest, that was promulgated at
the beginning, while at 1he same time the other nine, that
were not written until ahout three thousaud years after.
wurds, were eternally binding ; without doubt, the whole
ten commandmbnts are coevul and coextensive with sig.—
Again he raye, ¢ We reudily adwit, that it what is called
the decalogue or ten commandments be binding on us, we
ought to vbserve the seventh day, for that was appointedby
the Lord as the Subbuth day.” * Let us see if Jesus and bis
apostles do not make it binding. First then, the disting-
tivn of the tweo codes by Jesus.

The Phatizces ask the Savionr why his disciples trans-
gress the tradition of the elders? His answer is, “Why
do ye transgress the commandinent of God 1" and he im-
mcdiatcly cites thewm to the fifth commandment, Matt. xv
4. Agam, ““the law and the prophets were until John;
sinee that time the kingdomn of God s preached,” &c.—
Luke xvi: 16. Jesus was three years after this introdue-
ing the gospel of the kingdom, unwaveringly holding his
meetings on the' Sabbath days, (which oar opponents say
were now about to Le abolished; otherssay changed,) and

never uttering a syllable to show to the contrary, but this

was and always would'be the holy day for wors ip. Mark

tays when thie Subbath (the Seventh ay, fur there was ne
(4 lcr.) was come ho hooan ta tanak e (- o .
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2. Luke says, “ as his custo®s was, he went into the Syn-
agogue and taught on the Sabbath day.” iv:16,31. Wil
it be said of him as it is of Paul on like occasiona, some thir-
ty years afterwards that he uniformly held his meelings on
the SablLuth becanse he had no where clse to preach, or
that this duy was the only one in the wecek in which the
reople would come out to hear him?  Lvery bible reader
inows better; witness the five thousand and the seven
thousand, and the wulitude that thronged him in the
strects, in the cities and towns where they listened to himn ;
besides, he wus now establishing a new dispensation, while
theirs was passing away. "Lien he did not follow any of
heir customs or rites or cercmonices which he had come to
abolish. : .

I have already quoted Matt. 5: 17 18, where Jesus said
he had come to fullil the law, and immediately begins by
thowing them that they are not to violate one of the lenst
of the ‘commandments, and cites then to some—=ce v: 19,
21, 27,33, Again, he is tauntingly asked ¢ which is the
great commandment in the law : Jesussaid nnto him, 1hon
shalt love the Lord thy God with all thiy heart, and with all
thy soul, and with allthy wind. This is the firg and great
commandment.  And the second is like unto it, "'hon shalt
love thy neighbor as thysclf. . On these twe cnmmand-
ments hang all the law and the prophets.”  xxii: 36, 40.
Here Jesus lins divided the ten commandments inta two
parts, or as it is written on two tahles of stone.  The first
four on the first table treat of those dutics which we owe
to God—the other six refer to those which we owe to man,
requiring perfect obedicnce.

Once more, “ One came 2nd snaid unto him, good master
what good thing shall 1 do that I .may have cternal life ?
He said, If thou wilt enter inte life keep the commmand-
ments. Then be asked bim which, e cited him to the
last part of what lic called the second, loving his neighbor
a3 himszelf”  If ke bad cited him to the first table, as m the
xxii, quoted above, lic could not have replicd “all these
have I kept from my youth up.” Why? Deeause he
would have alrcady Leen perfeet, for Jesus in reply to his
question, what he should do to inherit eternal life, said he
must “ Lkeep the commandments.”  Matt, xix: 16—20.—
Is not the Sabbath included in these commandments ?—
Surcly itis! Then how absurd to believe that Jesus, just
at the close of his ministry, should toach that the way, the
only way, ta enter into life, was to kecp tho command-
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ments, one of which was to be abolished in a few mouths
from that time, without the lcast ntimation from him or his
Father that it was to take place. I say again, if the Sub-
bath is ubolished, we ask those who teach itto citeus to
the chapter and verse, not to the law of rites and ceremo-
nics which are abolizhed, for we have already shown that
the Sabbath was instituted more than twenty-five bundred
years before Moses wrote the carnal ordinances or cere-
monies.  God =aid, “ Abraham kept my charge, my com-
mandments, my statutes, and my laws.” Gen. xxviz 5.
‘T'his must include the Subbath, for the Sabbath was the

first law given, therefore if Abraham did not keep the Sab-

bath, I cannot understand what commandments, statutes,
and laws mean in this chapter.  Jesus says, *“ As I have
kept my Father's commandments,” Jobn xv, 10. Did he
keep tlic commandments?  Yes. Mark and Luke, before
quoted—(but more of this in another place.)

In John vii: 19, Jesus speaks of ¢ Moses law," “ your
law,” x: 34. Aguin, *their law." xv: 25, lere then
we thow that Jesus kept up a clear distinctiou between
avhat God calls my kaw and commandments and Moses law,
“their faw," “your law.”  Letus now look at the argu.
ment of the Apostles.  Paul preaching at Antioch tanght
the brethren that by Jesus Christall who belicve in him
** aro justjiicd from all things from which ye could not be
justified by the Law of Moses.”  Acts xiii: 39.

The Pharizee raid  thatit was needful to circumcise
them and commend them to keep the Law of Moses.™ xv 1 3.

Again, when Paul had come to Jerusulem the second
time, (fourteen years from the time he met the Apostles
in couference where they establizhed the decrees for the
churches. See Acts xx: 10, Gal. it: 1,) the Apostles
#hewed him how many thousands of Jews there were
which believed and were zealous of the law ;¢ And they
are informed ofthee, that thou teachest all the Jews which
are among the Gentiles to forsake Mases and the customs.”
ixi: 20,90 .'\l?' person who will carefully read the eight
chapters here incladed, must be thoroughly eonvinced that
the Apostle’s troubles were about the law of ccremonies
writien ayd given by Moses, and nothing to do with-the
ten commandments. For you sce a little before he comes
to Jerusalem, he Liad been preaching at Corinth every
8abbath for ciglifeen months. xviii: 4,11, And this, be
it remembered, was more than twenty years aficr the Jew-
fsh Salibaths and ceremonies were wuiled to the crozso=~
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Aud you see that Paul was the man above all the Apostles
to be persecuted on account of the abolition of the Jews’
Jaw oFccrcmonics, for he was the “ great npostle to the
Gentiles : and if the * Sabbath of the Lord our God” was
to have been abolished when the Saviour died, Paul wus
the very mansclected for that purpose. It is clear, there-
fore, that he did not abolish the seventh day Subbath a-
mong the Gentiles. This same Apostle tells the Romans
* that Christ is the end of the Jaw for righteousucss to ev-
ery one that believeth.” x: 4. Again, that “sin ghall
not have dominion over you, for ye wre not under the law
Lut under grace.” vi: 14. Once more: lle says the
Gentiles having not the lase, are a laio unto lhcmscf\'cs.——
Why 1 DBecause, he say3 in the next verse, itshews the
laio written on theirhearts.  The Juw of ceremonics ! No
that which was on tables of stone. ii: 14—16. We might
quote much mere which looks like embracing the whole
law.  Letus now look at a fow texts in the same letter,
which will draw a distinguishing line Letween the two
codes of laws.  Paul, in the vii chi. 9—13v, brings to view
the carnul commandment, and tiie one unto life, and sums
up hisargument in these words:  *- \Wherclore the law is
holy, and the eomwandment holy and just and good.” In
the 7v he quotes from the decalogue. ~ Again, he that lov-
eth another hath fulfilled the fawe. How? Wy thou
shalt not steal, nor commit adultery, nor bear fidse witness,
nor covet, thou shaltlove thy ncighbor as thyscif. "1'herc-
fure lore is the fuliilling of the luw. Rom. Xiii: 8, 10.—
This then is what tiic Saviour taught the young man to do-
to seccure “eternal life.” Matt. Once more, in conclud-
g along argnment on the lnw in Lom. iii: 31, he closes
with this language: “Do we then make void the law
through fuith?  God forbid ye, wce establish the law."—
What lawcis here establishcd ? " Notthe law of rites and cer-
wonies.  What then, for Paul means some luw. 1t can
be no other than what he calls the Jaw of “ Jife,” of * love,”
the ten commandments.  How could even that be estal-
lished twenty-nine years after the crucifixion if one of the
grealest commandments had been ubolished out of the code,
that is the Sabbath. :

Paul's letter to the Corinthians teacles that circumcis-
ion is nothing, and uncircumcision is nothing, but the kee
g of the commandwments of God.” vii: 19, Aguin, in
his epistle to thre Galatiuns, his plrascology is somewhat
changed, but the argument is to the same point, although
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some passages read as thongh every vestage of law was
-swept by the board when Jesus huny uponthecross. Ior
- instance, such as the fullowing : * But that no man is jus-
tificd by the lae in the sight of God it is evident, for the
Just shall live by fuith, and the Law is not of faith, but the
man that doeth them shall live by them.” “ Christ hath
redcewned us from the curse of the laie, being made a curse
for us:"  “ But before faith came we were kept nnder the
laie. shut up nnto the faith which should afterwards be re.
vealed.” “ \Wherefore the Jaw was our schoolmauster to
Lring us unto Christ that we might be Justified by faith,
but after that fuith has come we are no longer under a
schoohmaster.”  Gul iii: 11—23, 2395, Again: “ For
as many as are of the works of the laic are under the curse.”
10v. Noware we to understand from these texts thut
whosoever continueth in the lawe is cuvsed, and that the
law the ackol: lawe, was abolished when Christ cane as our
schoolinaster, he being the “end ofthe law 1 Rom. x: 4.
Ifso, how is it possible for any man, even Paul hinself,
toberaved.  But we do not Lelieve that Panl taught these
brethren any ditivrent doetrine than what hus already been
shown in the Acts, Romans, and Corinthiang, and wlso the

the new commandinent, (soine eay the eleventh.) See

John xiii: 84. * A new commandment I give unto you,

(what is it, Lord 1) that ye Jove one another.” And ulsa

vi 12, The otheristo lave ounr ncighbor as oureelf.—
Johmsays:  * And this commandment huve we from hi
(Christ,) that he who loveth God loveth his brother al-
80." John iv: 21, andii: §—11. In lis letter to the
Ephesians e says: * Having abolished in his flesh the ex-
wily even the Jaw of commandinents contained in ordis
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pances.” ii: 13, Sec the reverse in vi: 2r. To the
Collossians he asks,  \Why as though living in the world,
are ye subject to ordinances which ull are to perish with
their using ! And says: * Touch not, taste not, handle
not.” (Does Puul here teach us to torsake the ordinan-
ces of Gad, instituted by the Saviour—Bantism and the
Lord'a Supper! Yes, just as clearly as he does to forsake
the whole law.)

When writing to the Hebrews more than thirty years af-
ter the crucifixion, he calls these ordinances carnal, im-
posed on them (the Jews) until Christ onr High Priest
should come. ix: 10, 11. Mo al=o calls the law of com-
mandments carnal too, and says: ¢ For there is verily a
disannulling of the commandments going before, for the
law made nothing perfeet, but the bringing in of a better
hope did.” wii: 16, 18—19. ¢ For when Moses had
spoken erery precept to all the people according to the law
he took the blvod of calves and of goats, with water, and
scarlet wool, and byssop, and springled both the noox and
all the people.” ix:1Y. Now we see clearly thut the
hook of the law of Moses, frown which Paul has been que-
ting through the who'le before mentioned epistles, is as dis-

_tinetly separate from the tables of stone (or fieshly table of

the heart,) as they were when deposited in the Ark thirty-
three hundred years ago.  Thercfore we think that hLere
is clear proot that lie has kept up the distinction between
the “ handwriting of ordinances”’ (meaning Moses' own
handwriting in his book.) and the ** ten commandments
writen by the finger of God.” 4

Letus now turn to the Epistle of James, said to be
written more than twenty-five years afier the Jaw of cerc-
wonies was nailed to the crosy, and sec if he docs not
teach us distinctly, that we are bound to keep the com-
sandments given on tables of stone.  He says, * the man
tha shall be a pokr of the perfect law of liberty shail be
blegsed in his deed .”i; 25, “If ye fulfill the royal law
according to the scripture, thou ehalt Jove thy ncigexbor as
thyself, ye do well.” Why? Because the Saviour in
quoting from the commandinents, in answer to the Ruler,
what he should do to inherit eternal life, tanght the same
dactrine.  Matt. xix: 19. Further: * For whosoever
ehall keep the whole laiw aud yct otfend in one point, shal
be guilty of all.” Ia the nest verse he quotes from the
ten commanduients again, nanicly, Adultery and Marde
(what the Saviour in the fifib chapter of Matt. ealls
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least, that is the smzllest commandment,) and #ays if we
commit them we become transgressors of the law., Of :
whatlaaic?  Next verse says the law of Liberty by which we 1
are to be “judged.” ii: 8,11
~ Now will it not be admitted by every reasonable petson
thut James has included the whole of the ten command-
ments, by calling them the perfect law of liberty. 2d, .
** The royal laie according to the seripture,” and 3d, “the
laww of Liberty by which we are to be judged.” (Royal ro-
lutes to imperial and kingly.) Perfect means COM-
PLETE, entire, the WIIOLE. Then Iunderstand James
thus: T'his law emenated from the king, the Supreme
tuler of the universe, and to he perfect must be just what
it was when it came from his hand, and that no change
had, or could wuke place, (and remewber now, this is more
than twenty-five years since the ceremonies with the Jew-
izh Sabbaths were nailed to the eross,) fur the very best of
reasons, until the Judgment, beenuse he shows we are -to
be judged by that lae. Then T e:k by what parity of -
rcasoning any cne-cen make the law of the ten command-
nients perfeet, while they at the same time assert that the |
fourth one is abolished 7 and that on no -better evidence !
than calling it the Jewish Sabbath, Now let.us look at :
th.e Apostle Johu's testimony. : -
“And herchy we do know that we know him if we
keep his commandments.  He that saith I know him and
keepeth not his commandments is a L1AR, and the truth -
is not in him."  Now no man, more cspccinlly one who

1e is called a liar.  Now Jolin please explain yourself.—

have lieard from the preixxixc.” What do you mean by
beginning1 Turn to my gospel lstch. **In the begin-
Hing was the word,”"—* the same was in the beginning with -
God." 1,2. Sce Gen. ioh: “Inthe beginning God cre- ;
nted the heavens and the earth.”  Then you ure pointing
us to the seventh day of creation, in which God instituted
the seventh day Subbath of rest, for the old commandinent -
in the begining. ii:3. Certainly there isno other place
to point to. Does not Jesus point to the same .place for
tho beginning when marriage was first instituted. Matt. xixt
4. Inmy second letter to the church, I have tanght the
samo doctrince ; viz, * Thisis the comnmandmentthat as ye |
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have heard from the beginning ye showld wall in it." (prae-
tice it.) iii 5, 6. “ A neawe commandinent 1 write unto
yow." iz 8 v. Thisis the one that Jesus gave us on thit
memorable night in which he was betrayed, afier he had
inatituted the sacrament and washed onr feet. e suid
¢ By this shall all inen know that ye are my disciples if ve
have love one to another.™  xiii: 34, 35. “The llm:l then
teaches us, Love to God; 2d, to Love our neighbor asour-
scify “on these two commandinents (says Jesus) hang all
the law and the propheis.” Then we understand this s
the cssence of the ten commandments, and if we do not
keep thie Sabbath we do not love God. Jesus says, * If
ye love me keep my commandments.”” \We are re-
repeatedly told thiit the Sablath was changed or forever a-
bolished, at the erucifixion of our Lord, and it is stated by
the most competent authorities that John wrote this epis
tle ubout sixty years afterwards, und that about six yeara
after this onr blessed Lord revealed to him the state of the
Church down to the judgment of the great day. In the
xivch, Rev. 6—11, he saw three angels following each
other in suecession: first one preaching the everlasting
gospel (second advent doctrine); 3d, announcing the full
of Babylon ; 3d, calling God's peopie ont of her by show-
ing the awful destruetion that awaited all such as “did not
obey.  lle sees the separation und cries out, *“ Here is the
paticnce of the Saints,h ere are they that keep the com-
mandmerts of God and the fuith of Jesus.” Aund this
this picture was so deeply impressed upon his mind, that
when the Savior said to him ** Behold T come quickly and
my reward is with me," he sceed to understand this, say-
ing—* Blessed are they that o his commandments, that
they may have right to the tree of life, and may enter in
through the gates into the city.” Now it scems to me that
the scventh day Subbath is more clearly included in these
commandments, than thou shalt not &tea), nor kill, nor
commit adultery, for itis the only one that was written at

-the creation or in the beginning. e allows no stopping

slace this side of the gates of the city.  Then, if we do not
f:ccp that day, John has made out his case, that we are ull
liars. We say incevery other case the type st be con-
tinued unti} it is superseded by the antetype: as in the case
of the passover, until-our Lord was crucified. So then, aa
Paul tells us, ¢ there remaineth a keeping of the Sabbath
to the people of Gad,” and that we believe will be in the
RMilleninm. the seven thousandih year, so that the seventh
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day Sablath and no other will answer for the type, and
those who keep the first or the cighth day Sabbath cannot
consistently look for the antetype of rest or the great Sab-
bath, short’of one thousand years in future.

In the xxiv. of Matt. our Savicur says to his disciples in
answer to their questions, when shall these things be 7 and
what shall be the sign of thy coming and the ond of the
world 1 “When ye therefore shall see the abomination of
desolation spoken of by Danicl the prophet, stand in the
holy place,” &e. 15v, "« Pray ye that your flight be notin
the winter, ncither on the Subbhath day.” 20v. The first
question i3, at what age of the world is this, where our Lord
recognizes the Subbath,  Ist. Itis agreed on all hands that
this time to which he here refers, never trunspired until the
destruction of Jerusalem in A, D. 70, about 40 years af-
ter his crucifixion.  2d. Some others tay down to the sec-
ond Advent! The first mentioned is safe ground and suf-
ficient fur our purpose ; nor need we stop to inquire why
our Lord gave these directions, it is forcver scttled that be
directed ghe minds of his followers to THE, not a Sabbath.
Keep itin remembrnce, that he told the Plarisees that he
was Lord, not of a4, but of THE Sabbath, meaning that
one which of course had alrcady been established. The 24,
question is, did onr Lord ever trifle with or mislead bis
dizciples? 'T'he response is No! Then it is clear that if
he taught them to pruy at all, it must be in faith, and he of
course would hear them and mediate with the Father to
change the day of their flight. T ask what kind of a prayer
and with what kind of faith would Lis disciples have asked
to have this day changed, if, as we are told, it was abolished
sowe forty years before, und they had, contrary to the will
of God, persisted in keeping up the seveuth ay Sabbath.
Any once who has confidence in God's word, knows that
£uch a prayer never would be answered.  What if you do
ray the Jewsalways kept that Sabbath, and it was the same
feventh day Sabbath that they kept when Le was tcaching
them in their synagogues? 1 say go 100! and that fuct
will be presented by and by, inits place. This does not
touch the poiut.  Jegus was here giving instructions to bis
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fullowers, both Jew and Gentile, respecting {he Sabbath
which they would have to do with. It is immaterial what
kind of sophistry is presented 10 overthrow the point, noth-
g can touch it short of proving it a mistranslation. Jesus
did here recognize the perpetuity of the screnth day Sabbath,
And John will continue 10 make ull men liars that say the
know him, and refuse the light presented and disregard this
commandment. If God instituied the Sabbath in Paradise
and has not abolished it here, then it must be perpatual.  If
Paul's argnmentiniii. Rom. that the law is established
through faith, is correet, then it is peipetual. If James' roy-
al peifect law of liberty, which we are to be doers of, and
Judged by, meansthe ‘commandments, then is the Sabbath
perpetual.  1fthe Apostle John has made out a clear case
by citing us back 10 the beginning of creation, and by walk-
ing in and doing these commandments, we shall have right
to the tree of life 2ad enter in by the gates into the city;
then it must be perpetual.  If the carthly Subbath is typical
of the heavenly, then must it be perpetual.  If notone jot
or one tittle can ever pass from the law, then must it Le
perpetual.  If the Saviour, in answer to the young mnan
who asked him what he should do to inherit elernal life,
gave a safe dircction for Gentilesto follow, viz:  “If thon .
wiltenter into life keep the commandiments (and these
included those commandients which his Futher had given,)
then, without eoulradiction the Sabbath is perpetual, and
all the arguments which ever ean be prescuted aguinst the
fourth commandinent being observed belore God wrote it
on tables of stone 1o prove that it is not bindine on Gen-
tiles, full powerless before this one sentence : If thou arilt
enler into life, keep the Commandments. 1 say the proof is
positive that the Sahbath was a constitucut part of the com-
mandments, and Jesus says the Sabbath was made for man.,
The Jews were only a fragment of creation. i

* The principle is settled inall” governments that thore
are but two ways in which any law can cease to be bind-
ing upon the people. It tay expire by its own limitations,
or it may be repealed by the same authority which enacted
it; and in the lutter case the repealing act must be as ex-
plicit as that by which the obligation was originally imn.
posed.” Now we have it in proof that the Sabbath was jn-
stituted in Paradise, the first of all laws without any limita-
tion, and no enactment by God to abolish it, unlcra what
we have already referred to can be considered proof. One
more passage which I have not alluded to, will show that
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it was not abolishied at the crucifixion, for his disciples kept
the Sabbuth while he was resting in Lis tomb. See Luke
axiiiz 55, 56.

Here we come to a question which has more or less en-
gaged the attention of the whole christian world, and the
greater portion of those who believe in a erucified Saviour
say that this change took place, and is dated from his res-
urrection.  Somo say subsequently, while a minority insist
upon it that there is no proof for the change. Now to ob-

tain the truth and nothing but the truth on this important.”

subject, I propose to present, or quote from standard su-
thors ou both rides of the question, and try the whole by
the standard of divine truth.  fst. Buck's Theological Dic-
tionary, to which no doubt thousands of ministers and lay-
men appeal to sustain their argument for the change, says:
“ Under the chiistian dispensation the Sabbath is alfered
from the sceenth to the first day of the weck.” The argu-
uients for the change are these: 1st. “ The serenth day was
ohserved by the Jewish church in memory of the rest of
God; xo the first day of the week has always been observ-
¢d by the christian church in memory of Christ’s resurree-
tion. 2d. Christ mude repeated visits to his disciples on
that day. 3d. 1tix called the Lord's day. Rev. i 10.—
4th. On this day the Apostles were assembled, when the
Holy GLost came down upon them to qualify them for the
conversion of the world. - 5th, On this day we find Paul
at Trous when the disciples came together to breuk bread.
Gth. The directions the Apostles gave to Christians plainly’
ulludes to their axsembling ou that day.  7th. Pliny bears
witness of the first day of the week being kept as a festival
in honor of the rexurrection of Christ.”

* Numecrous have been the days appointed by man for
religions services, Lt these are not binding because of hu-
man institution.  Not so the Sabbath. It is of dirine insti-
tution, 50 it is to be kept holy unto the Lord.” -

Duoct. Dodridge, whose ability and piety have seldom or
rarely been disputed, commeants on some of the above arti-
cles thus : (Commentary p. 606.) “Upon the first day of
the week let every one of you lay Ly him in store as God
hath prospered him, that tﬁcre Le o gatherings when 1
come.” T Cor. xvi: 2. “ Show thut it wasto be putintoa
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common stock. The argument drawn from hence for
the religions observance of the first duy of the week in
these primitive churches of Corinthand Galacia is too obri-
ous to nced any further illustration, and yet too important
to be pussed by in entire silence.’  Again, p. 904, [ was
in the spirit on the Lord’s day,” &c. Rev. it 10, “Itisso
very unnatural and contrary to the use of the word in all
other authors to interpret this of the Jewish Sabbath, as

Lath, or for any uncquivoca? proof that the' fimt clinistians eo ob-
served it—there are only three or, at mest four szssugcs of serip-
ture. in which the tirst 1‘]:5_\' of theweek is entioned. The next
pasage iz Acts XX 70 CUpon the tirst day of the week when the
disciples come tozether to break bread, Panl preached untothem.®
Al that St. Lukc Lere tells e pluinly is, thut on a particular oc-
curiun the christiuns of Traos met together on the tivst day of the
wuek to celebrate the Fucharizt and to Lhear Paul preach. ™ This is
thc only place fn seripture in which the firet day of the week isin
shy way conneeted with any acts of public worship, and he who
would ccrtainly infer from this seuTany isstance that the irst day
ofevery week wus conseersted by the Apostieato religious purgo-
Fex, mtst L2 far gone in the urt of drawing utiversul conclusion
from purticular premices.”?

Ou puge 178, Mr. Fisher says:
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1 have cxamiied several differcnt translations of the scrip-
tures, both from the Hebrew and Septuagint, withnotes and an-
notations more eatensive than the texts; have traced as far as
my Jeisure would perinit, various ecclesiastical historics, some of
them voluminous und of ancieng dute ; have paid conriderable at-
tention to the writings of the carlicst uuthors in the Christian era,
aud to rare works, old und of disficult access, which treat npon
this subject; 1 have read with care wmny of the publicatious of
sccturians o suriain the Institution ; I have omitted nothing with-
in my reach, and 1 have found not onc shred ofargument, or au-
thority of any kind, that um;' not e decined of partial and sec-
tariun charucter, to support the institution of the firrt day of the
week, #s a duy of peculiar holilic=s. But, in place of argument, 1
have found opiuions without nuinber—volumes filled with idle
words that huve notruth in theam.  Inthe want of texts of Scrip-
ture, I have found jarverdions; in the want of truth, false state-
ments.

who lived in the fourth contury, establishes the fact of the trans-
fer of the sevestinto the first day, by Chirist himself. These thin
are h1 TRCE, These uuthors say B0 such thing. I have scen oth-
erearly wuthore reterred 10 88 establishing the same point, but
thicy are equally fulse.®

Here then is the testimony of four authors, two for the
cliunge and two against it, from the old and new world.
No truth secking, unbiassed mind can hesitate for a 100-
ment on which side to decide, after comparing than with
the inspired word.

Docior Juxks of Boston, author of thie Comprehensive
Counnentary, (purporting to comprehend all other conie
meutators on the bible,) ufier quoting author after author
on this kubject, ventures forth with kis unsupported opin-
lonn these words:  Here is a Christiun Sablath olisery-
ed by the dizciples and oicned by our' Lord.  'The visit Christ

muade to his dixciples was on the first day of the week, end -

the first day of the week is the only day of the week or
month or year ¢ver mentioned Ly uvumbers in all the New
Testament, and thatis several times spoken of as a day re-
ligiously obzerved.” Where? FEcho answers, where!
Huyax Heseuney, President of Amlierst College, from
whore book T have already mude some quotations, after de-
voling fome thirty-funr pagesto the establishment and per-
petuation of the seventh day Babbath, comea to his fourth
guestion, viz: “ Has the day been changed 1" Singular
as this question may appear by the side of what he had ak
ready written to eslabli-h sud perpetuate the seventh day
Bubbath from the -eventh day of creation down to ihe res-
Jirrection of. the just, but as_cvery man feels that itis his
privilege to justify and explain, wlen precept and practice
'0 ot agree—so is it with President Humphrey, he can

~
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now shape the seriptures to suit cvery one that has follow-
¢d inthe wake of Pope Gregory for 1225 years.  He »says,
“The fourth commandment is so expressed as to adiwit of
a change in the day,”—thus striking vially cvery argu-
ment he had before presented.. Hear him—he says the sev-
enth day i= the Sabbath; it was so at that time_ (in the be-
ginning) and for many ages afler, but it isnot said that it
always shall be—itis the Sabbath day which we are to re-
member; and so at the close, it was the Salbath which was
hallowed and blessed and not the sceenth day.  The Sab-
bath then, the holy rest itselfy is one thing. The day on
which we areto rest is another.”  [ask, inthe name of
common scuse, how we should Lnow how or when to
keep the Subbath, if itdid not mutter which day. 1f the
President could not see the ranctilication of the seventh
day in the decalogue, what did he mean by quoting Gen.
it: 3, to ofien, where it says * God blessed the seccntl duy
and sanctified it.”

Aguin, he says, “Redemption is o greater work than
creation, hence the change.”  Tifihly, God eurly conse-
erated the Christiun Sublath by o 1ost remarkable out-
pouriug of his kpirit ut the duy of Pentecost. And that Je-
sus Las left us his own example by not saying a syllable af-
ter his resurrection about keeping the Jacish Sabbath. He
also quotes-the fonr passages about Jesus and his disciples
keeping the first day of the week.  Here, he says, the in-
ference to our mind s irrcsistible—for keeping the first
day of the week instead of the scrouth.  And_further suys,
it inight be proved by innumersble quotations from the
writiugs of the Apostolic Fathers, &c. All this may be
very true in itsclf, but it 2l fulls to the ground for the want
of oue single precept from the bible.  If Redemption, Le-
cause it was greater than Creation, and the remarkable dis-
play of God's power at the Pentecost, and Christ never
saying uny thing about the Jewrish Sablath afler his resur-
roction are such strons proofs that the perpetual scventh
day Sabbuth was changed to the first day at that tine, and
must be believed because learned men suy o, what shall
we do with the sixth day, on which our blessed Saviour
expired on the cross; darkness for three hours had covered
the earth, and the vail of the Tenple was rent from top to
bottem, and there was such an cartliquake throughout vast
creation that we have ouly to epen our gyes and look at
the rent rocks for a clear and perfeet demonstration that
this whole globe was shulien from centre to circuwferencey
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and the graves of the dead were opened.  Matt. xxvii: 80, v -

53.  You may answer mic that Popery has honored that
day by calling it good Friday, and the next first day follow-
ing Laster Sunday, &e., but after all nothing short of bi-
ble argwment will satisfy the carnest inquirer afler truth.—
The President had already shiown that the Jewish Subbath

“was abolizhed at Christ’s deuth.  Whit reason then had he

to believe that the Suviour would speak of it afitenwvards.—
So also the Pentecost had been a type from the giving the
faw at Sinai to be kept annnally for about 1500 years, con-
requently it would be solemnized on cvery day of the
week at cach revolving year, as is the case with the 4th of
July : three years ago it was on the fourth day and now it
comes o the seventa day of the week.  Furthier, sce Peter
standing amidst the armazed multitude, giving the scripture

reason fer this miraculous display  of God’s power. lle

does not give the most distant Lint that this Wag, or was to
be, the day of the week for worship, or the true Sablarth,
neither do any of the Apostles, then, or aflerwards, for
when they kept this day the neat year, it must have been
the sceond day of the week. We must have better evi-
dence thanu what Las been adduced, to believe this was the
Subbath, for according to the type, seven Sulibaths were to
be complete, (and there was no other w ay given them to
come.to i right duy,) from the day they kept the first or
from the 1esnrreetion. Here then is proof positive that

first how God has computed time. 11 Gen. 5. weread, ““ And
God said et there be Gights in the finmament of the heaven,
to divide the day from the night, and let them be for signe
and for scasous and for days und ycars.” 14 v- 16 v, saya
“the greater light to rule the day,”—from sunrise to sunsect.
Now there are many modes invented for cowputing tine, .
We say our day begins at 12 o'clock at night; seamen be-
gin theirs twelve hours fooner, it noon; the Jews come
mence their days at 6 o'clock in the evening, between the
1wo extremes. -~ Are we all right? No! Wlhio shall scitle
this question?  God! Very well: e called thelight day,
and the durkness hie called night, and the evening and die
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morning were the firstday. Gen it §. Then the twenty-
four hour day commenced at 6 o'clock intheevening. How
is that, says one T Because you cannotregulate the day and
night to have what the Saviour calls twelve hours in a day,
without ¢stablishing the time from the centre of the carth,
the equator, where, at the beginning of the sacred year, the
sun rises and sets at 6 o'clock.  Atthis time, while the sun
is at the summer solistice, the inhabitants at the north pole
have no night, while at this same time at the xouth itis uLunl
all nizht, therefore the inhubitants of the carth have no oth-
erright time to commence their twenty-four hour day, than
beginning at 6 o'clock in the evening.  God said 1o Moses
*s from ceen to cecn, shall youeclebrate your Subbath.”  T'hen
of course the nestday must begin where the Sabbath ended.
History shows that the Jews obeyed and commenced their
days at 6 o'clock in the evening.  Now then we will try to
investigate the main argument by which these anthors, and
thousands of others =ay the Sabbath waschanged. The first
b5 in Jolm xx ¢ 19, “Then the same day at evening, being
the first day of the week wlien the doors were shut where
the disciples were assewbled for fear af the Jeaes (mark it)
came Jesus and stood in their midst, and said peace be un-
to you.” Here wo undurstand this to be the same day of
the resnrrection.  On that day he travelled with the two
dizciples to Ewmans, sixty furlongs (74 miles,) and they con-
strained himto abide with them, for it was towards cvening
and the day was far spent. Lulke xxiv: 29, Afiter this the
disciples travelled 7§ miles back to Jerusalem, and soon afe
ter they found the disciples, the  Saviour, as above stuted,
was in their midst,  Now itcunnot be disputed but what
this was the evening after the resurrection, for Jesus rose
in the morning, some ten or cleven hours afier the first day
had commenced. Then the ¢vening of the first day was
passing away, and therefore the evening brought to view iu
the text was the close of the fir-t day orthe commencing of
the second. McKnight's transhiion says, “intheevening
of that day.” Purver's translution says, *the evening of
that day on the first after the Subbath,”  Furnther, wherev-
er the plirace st day of the week, occursin the New Tes-
tament. the werd day i8 in dtalies, showing that it is not the
origingl, but supplied by tran-lutors.  Again, it is asserted
that Jesus met with lis disciples the next first duy.  See
20 vz« And after eight duys again his disciples were with-
in, aud Thomas with them, then caine Jesus, the doors beiny
riiut, and stood in the midst, und suid peace be unto you."
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Dr. Adam Clark in referring to this20v, says: * Itscems
likely that this was precizely on that day se’night on which
Christ had appeared to them before ; and froin this we ma
learn that this was the weckly meeting of the Apostles.”
Now 1t appears to me that a little child, with the simple rules
of addition and subtraction, conld have refuted this man.
I feel astonished that men who profess to be umbassadors
for God do not expose such downright perver-ions of scrip-.
tare, but it may look clear to those who want to have it so.
Not muny momls since, in conversation with the Second
Advent lecturer in New Bedford, Ibrought up this subject.
He told me I did not understand it.  Sce here, says he, I
can make it plain, counting his fingers thus: Sunday, Mon-
day, Tuesday, Wednesday, Thursday, Friday, Saturday,
Sunday—does'nt that make ‘eight days afler 7 and because
1 would not concede, he purted from me as one that was
obstinate and self-willed. ~ Afterwards musing on the sub-
Jeet, I'suid, this must be the way then to understand it
Count Swunday Ticice. Ii any of thewn were to be paid for
cight days labor, they would detect the error in a moment
if their employer should attempt to put the first and lust days
together, and offer them pay but for seven. Eight days af-
ter the evening of the first day would stand thus: - The sec-
ond day of the week would certainly be the firet of the
cight.  Then to count eight days of twenty-four hours af-
ter, we st begin at the close of the evening of the first,
and count to the close of the evening of the second day;
to where the Jews (by God's conunand) commenced their
third day. But suppose we calenlate it by our mode of
keeping time.  Our Lord appears to his disciples the first
time at the close of Sunduy evening. Now count eight
daysafter, (with your fingers or any thing else,) end it will
bring you to Monday evening. Now I ask if this looks
like Sunday, the first day of the weck 1

Fatlier Miller also gives hisreasons for the change, in his
Jecture on the great Sabbath:  ““One is Christ's resurrec-
tion and Lis often mecting with his disciples aftciicards an
that day.  This, with the example of the Aposiles, iastrong
evidence that the proper creation Sabbath to mian, came on
the fir.t day of the week.” llis proof is this: *“ Adam
must have rested on the firet day of his life, und thus you
will sce that te Adzmn it was €.¢ first doy of the week, for
it would not be reasonzble to ruppose that Adam began to
recko tite before he was crented. e corivinly could mot
be eble to work six days before the firet £ 23uth, Andthug
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with the second Adam; the first day of the week he arose
and lived. Andwe find by the bitd and by history, that the
first day of the week “was cecr aftericards obseredd as a duy
of worship.”  Now I say there is no more trath in these :us-
fertions, than there is in those [ have already quoted. “Phere
is not ene passage in the bible to show that Christ met widh
Lis disciples on the first day of the week after the day of his
resurrection, nor that the Yirst day of the week was ceer af-
tercards observed as a day of worship ; save only in one
instance, and that shall be noticed in i« place. Anditsecns
to me if Adam could not reckon time only from hiz creation
ticn by the same rule no othier wan could reckon time be.
fore his birth, and by this showing Christ could not reckon
his time until after his resurrcetion. It is painful to me 1o
expose the errors of one whoin I have so long venerated,
and still love forthe flood of light he bas given the world in
respect to the Second Advent of vur Savionr; but God's
word must be vindicated if wo have to cut oil a right anu,
“ there is nothing true but truth ! I pray God to forgive
him in joining the great mulitnde of Advent helievers, to
sound the retreat back bevond the tarrijing tine, just when
the virgins had gained a glorious victory over the world, the
flesh, and the devil ! Go back from this ta the slumbering
quarters now ; nothing hut treachery to our Master's canse
ever dictated such a course! I uever can be made to be-
Lieve that our glorions Commander desizned that we shonkl
leave our sacrifices smoking on the altar of Gaod, in the

‘midst of the enemies' land, but ruither that we shonld be

ashing onward from victory to victory, until we are estab-
lisllcd in the Capital of IIis kingdom. ” Would it have been
expedient or a mark of courage in General T'ayvlor, after he
had conquered the Mexican ariny on the 9ih May Last, to
have retreated back to the capital bfthe U. States, to place
himself and army on the broad plutform of Eberty, and com-
mence to travel the gronnd over again for the purpo=c of
pursuing and overcoming his vanquished foe? No'! Every
rerson of common sense knows that such a conrse wouid
{mm overwhelined hivnand all his followers with unutter-
able disgrace, no matterhow unrighteous the contest. Not
so with this, for our cause is one of the most glorious, tho!
ithe themost trying thatthe sun ever shown upon since God
placed it in the heavens. Ouward and victory, then, are
our watchwords, and no retreating hack to, o beyond the
cry at Miduight ! Tt to the subject. Didonr Savionrever
peet with hig dicciplies on the first day of the weck afier th:¢
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evening of the day of his resurrection ! -The xxi, ¢h. John
says ** they went a fishing, and while there Jesns appeared
unto them.” Inthe 141h v. he says, * This is now the third
tine that Jesus shuwed himself o the disciples after that he
was risen from the dead.,” Now turn to 1 Cor.xv: d—7:
Paul’s testimony s, ““ that he was seen of Cephas, then of
the twelve, after that of ahove five hundred brethren at
once, and then of James, then of all the Apaostles.” These
are all that are specified, up to his going into heaven. Now
pray tell me i’ you cuan, where these men got their infor-
mation respecting the frequent iectings on the first day of
the wees.  The bible says no such thing.  But let us pur-
sue the subject and look at the third text, ¢ Upon the first
day of the weei let every one of you lay by him in stere, a8
God has prospered him, that there be no gatherings when I
come.”  Now please inn back to Dr. Dodridge's author-
ity, lie says the argunrent is too obviousto need illustrationy
that the money was put into common stock, and that this.
was the religious olzervance of the first day of the week.
Now wheever will read the first six verzes of this chapter,
and compare them with Rom. xv: 2633, will sce that
Panl’s design was 1o collect some mouey for the poor saints
at Jerusalem, and their laying it hy them in etore until he
came thatway : for it plainly implics that they were athome,
for 1o on¢ could understand that you had money lying by
You in stoge, if it was in coramon stock or in other hands.
Again, sce Acts xviit 4, 11, Paul preaching every Sabs
bath daw, ut this very time, for cighteen months, to these
very siine Corinthians, bids thew farewell, 1 go up to the
feastatdernsaleni. 21 v, Byreading to xxi. ch. 17 v. you
have his bistory until he arrives there.  Now I ask, if Dr.
Dodridge’s clear illustration can or will be relied on, when
Lul:e clearly teaches that Paul's manner was, and that be did
“always preach to them on the Sabbath, which, of course,
was the Seventh day, and not the first day. of the week.-

day. Here Dr. D. concludes with the generality of chris-
tian writzrs on this subject that this strongly infers the extra-
ordinary regard paid to the first day. of the week, assolemn)
consecrated to Christ, &ec.  If the seripture any where calle-
«d this the Lord's day, there might be some renson to be.
licve their statements, but the seventh day Sabbuth is called
the Lord’s day, Sece Exod. 1x: 10. ,

Hr. Fisher, inspealiing of thelate Harrisburg convention
of 1344-45, says, *“'Lhe most spirited debate that ocenryed
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at the assembly was to fix a proper name for the first day of
the week, whether it should be ealled Sabbath, the Christian
Sabbath or Lord's day. ‘L'he reason for this dispute was,
that there was no authority for calling the first day of the
week by either one of these names. ‘T'o pretend that that
command was fixed and unchangeable, and yet toalterit to
please the fancy of man, is in itself ridiculous. It is hardly
possible in the nature of man, that a class of society should
be receiving pay for their services and not be iniluenced
thereby j—in the nature of things they will avoid such doe-
trines as are repugnant to themn that give them bread.”
Now we come to the fifth and lust, und only one spoken
of in all the New Testument, for a mecting on the first da
of the week. Luke says, “ Upon the first duy of the wcci
when the disciples came together to break bread, Paul
preached unto them, ready to depart on the worrowe: and con-
tinued his speech until miduig{:l.” Acts xx: 7. Now by
following the scripture mode of computing tine, from ¢ o*-
clock in the evening to 6 o’cleck in thie morning, as hus been
shown, Panl to commence on the beginning of the first day
would begin on whatwe call Saturday evening at 6 o'clock,
und preach till midnight.  After that ke restores to life the
young man, then breaks bread und talked till the break of
day, which would be Sunday worning. Then he com-
menced his journe; for Jerusalem and travelled and sailed
all ..y Sunday, the first day of the week, andwo cther days
in succession. xx: 11—15. Now it secs to me, if Paul
did teach or keep the first day of the week for the Sabbath
or a holy day, he violated the sanctity of it to all intents and
purposes, without giving one single reazon for it; all the
proof presented here is a night meeting.  Please see the
quotation from the British Quarterly Review.  But let us
look at it the way in which wre compute timne : I think it wi
be fuir to prewise, that about midnight was the middle of
Paul's meeting ; at any rate there is but one midnight to a
twenty-four hour day.  He say that Sunday, the first day
of the week, does not commence until 12 o’clock Saturday
night. Then it is very clear, if he is preaching on the first
day till midnight, according to our reckoning it must be on
Sunday night, und his celcbrating the Lord’s supper afler
midnight would make it that he broke bread on Monday,
U.e seceud day, and that the day tiwe on Sunday is not in-
cluded, unless he had continued his speech through the day
till miduight. Now the textsaysthat on the first day of the
Waek they cavie together to break bread. To prove that
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they did break bcad on that day, we must take the mode in
which the Jews computed time, and allow the first day of
the week to begin at 6 o’clock on Suturday evening, and
to follow Paul’s example, pay no regard to the first day,
afler davlight, but to travel, &¢. 1If onr mode of time is
tuken, they broke hread on the secoud day, and that would
destroy the micauing of the text.  Here then, in this text,
is the only arguiient that can be adduced in the scriptures
of divine truth, for a change of the merpetual serenth da
Sabbath of the Lord our God to the first day of the weck.

Now Pl ventare the assertion, that there js no law or
commandment recorded in the Lible, that God has held so
sucred among men, us the Lkeeping of his Subbath. Where
then, I ask, is the living mun that dare stang before God
und declare that here is the change for the church of God
to keep the first instead of the seventh day of the week for
the Subbath. If it conld be proved that Paul preached
here all of the first day, the only inference thut could be
drawn, would be, to break bread on that day !

There is one wore puint worthy of our attention, that s,
the teaching und example of Jesus. 1 have been told by
one that is Jooked up 10 as a strong believer in the second

coming of the Lord this full, thut Jesus broke the Sabbath. -

Jesus says, I have kept my Futher's commandments.  Itis
said that he “ broke the Sablath,” because le allowed his
disciples to pluck the corn und eat it on that day, and the
Pharisces condemued thew.  1e says, “If ye had known
what this meaneth, I will have merey and not sacrifice, ye
would nat have condemned the guiltless.” Thenthey were
not gwilty. -Sce Deut. xxiii: 23, e immediately cites
them to David and his men, shewing that it was lawful and

right when hungry, even to eat the shoe bread that belong-.

ed only to the priests, and told them that he was Lord of
the Subbuth day. Here he shows too, that he was with his
disciples pussing to the Eynagogue to teach; they ask him
if it 1s lawful 1o teach on'the Sabbath day. He asks them
il they had a sheep full into the ditch on tl:e Subbath, if they
would not haul him out? Ilow much better then is a man
than a shedp?  Wherefore it ia fawful to do well on the
Sabbath days; and immediately healed the man with the
withered hand:  Matt. xii: 1—13, On unother Sabbath
day, while he was teaching, he healed a woman that had
becn bound of sutan cighteen years, and when the ruler of
the synazogue begun to find fuult, he called Lim a hypo-
crite, and suid “doth not each one ofyou onthe Subbath
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duy loose Lis ox or his ass from the stalland lead him away
10 watering; aud all his adversaries were ashumed.” Luke
siii: 10—17.  T'he xiv. chapter of Luke is quoted to prove
that be broke the Sabbath beeause he went into the Phari-
see's house with many others on the Subbath day to eat
bread.  1lere he s1w a man with the dropsy and Lie asked
them i it was lawful to heal on the Sabbath day. * Andthey
held their peace, and he ook Lim and healed him.! and
asked them ¢ which of them having an ox or an ass fallinto
the pit, would not straizhitway pull him ont on the Sabbath
day ; and they could not answer him again. I—6v. And
- Iie continned to teach thew, by showing theny when they
wade a feast to eall the poor, the maimed, the lune, the
blind, aud then they Jomdd be Wessed.! Read the chap-
ter, and vou will readily see that Le toolk this eceasion, ax
thie most Lefitting, to teach them by parables, what their du-
ty was at weddings and fearts, i the sume manner 3 he
tausht them in their fynagogiies,
There is still another passage,wid Thelieve the only one,
10 which reference has been wmade, (except where he open-
ed the eyes of a man that was bhorn blind,) for proof that
be broke the Sabbath.  Itis recorded in John v 5—17.
Here Jesus found a manthathad been sick thirty-cight years,
by the pool of Betliesda, *he »aith unto i rise, take up
iy bed und walk,—therefore didthey perscente Jesus and
cought to slay hit because he had done these things on
the Sabbath day. V oy, ¢ But Jesus answered them, my
Father worlth hitherto and I work’  Ifthey didnot work
every hour and moment of tiue. it wonhd be impossible
for mnan to exist: Here nndoubted!y he had reference to
thesa and otier acts of necessity and merey ; but the great
sin for which professors in this enlichtrned age charge the
Saviour with in this transaction, i=, it directing the wan te
take np his bed, contrary to faw. [Itis clear tho people
were forbidden to carry burthens on the Sabbath day, asin
Jer. xviis 21, 22, bt by reading the 94thv. in connection
_with Neh. xiii s 15—22, we learn that this prohibition related
1o what was lawful for them to do on the other'six days of
the week, viz. merchandise and trading.  See proof, Neh.
x: 31; also unluwful, as in Amosviii: 5. We nced not,
nor we cannot misunderstand the fourth commandment,
taken in connection with the other nine, they were simple

My fricnds and neighbors, and especially my family,
know that I have for more than twenty years, strictly en-
deavored 1o keep the first day of the \\'L‘Cfi for the Sabbath,
und 1 can say that I did it in all good counscience before
God, on the ocean, and in foreign countries as well as my
own, until about sixteen months since I read an arnticle
published in the Hope of Israel, by a worthy brother, T
M. Preble, of Nashua, which when I read and compared
with the bible, convinced me that there never had been any
change. Therefore the seventh day was the Sabbath, and
Goad required me as well as him 10" keep it holy. Many
things now troubled my mind as to how [ conld make this
great change, family, friends, and brethren ; but this one
passage of scripture was, and always will be as clear
as a sunbeam. * IWhat is that to thee: follow thaw me.” In
a few days iy mind was made up to begin to Leep the
fourth commandment, and 1 bless God for the clear light
he has shed uponiny mind in answer to prayer and a thor-
ough examination of the scriptures. on this great subject.
Contrary views did, after a little, shake my position some,
but I feel now thatthere is no argument nor sophistry that
can becloud my mind again this side of the gates of the
lHoly City. Drother Mursh, who no doubt thinks, and
perliaps thousands besides, that Lis paper 18 what it pur-
ports to be, THE VOICE OF TRUTH, takes the ground
with the infidel that there is no Sabbatk.  Brother 8. S.
Snow, of New York, late editor of the Julilee Standard,
publizhes to the world that he is the Elijah, preceding the
advent of our Saviour, restoring all things: {the seventh

“day Sabbath must be one of the all things,) and yet he

takies the sume ground with Br. March, that the Sabbath
8 forever abolished.  As the seventh day Sabbath is a real
prophecy, a picture (and not a shadow like the Jewish
Sabbaths,) of the thing typified which is to come, I canuot
sce how those who believe in the change or aholition of
the type, can have any confidence to look to God for the
great antetype, the Sabbuth of rest, to come to them.

Brother J. B. Cook has written a short piece in his ex-
cellent paper, the ADVENT Tl-lSTHIONY. It was
‘p‘omted and good, but too short; and as brother Preble’s
Iract now Lefure me, did not embiice the arguments
which have been prevented since he publi-Ledit, itappear-
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ed to me that something was called for in this time of fall-
ing back from: this great subject. I therefore present this
book, hoping at least, that it will help to strengthen and
save all honest souls secking afier truth. :

A worp rEsrecTiNG e ITisTory. At the close of the
first century a controversy arose, whether both days should
be kept or only one, which continued until the reign of
Constantine the Great. By his laws, inade in A. D. 321,
it was decreed for the future that Suuda{ should be kept a
day of restin all the citics and towns; but he allowed the
country people to follow huzbandry.  History further in-
forins us that Constantine murdered his two sisters hus-
bands and son, and his own familiar friend, that same year,

Barnfield’s Eng. page 116, states
that the Parliament of England met on Sundays till the
time of Richard I1.  The first law of England made for
keeping of Sunday, was in the time of Edward 1V, about
1470.  Asthese two books are not within my reach, 1
have extracted from T. M. Preble’s tract on the Sabbath.
Mr. Fisher says, it was Dr. Bound one of the rigid puri-
tans, who applied the name Sabbath 10 the first day of the
week, about the year 1795, ¢ The word Sunday is not
found in the bible,” it derived its name from the heathen
natious of the North, because the day was dedicated to the
sun.. Neither is the Sabbath applied to the first day any
more than it is to the eixth day of the week. While Dan-
icl beleld the little horn, (popery) he suid, among other
thin s, he would thiak to change times and }iws. Now
this could not mean of men, because it has ever been the
prerogative of absolute rajers like himsclf, to change maa-
made laws, nor the luw of Moses, for that Lad been abol-
ished 570 years before the Pope finally changed the Sab-
bath to the Ixt day of the week.

See 3Ist page. llere I
have shown that the sun in the centre, regulates all time
for the earth—fify-two weeks to the year, onc hundred
ard sixtv-cight hours 10 the week, the seventh of which is
wenty-four hours. ¢ Jesus says there are Lut twelve hours
in the day, (from sunrisc to sunset.) ‘Then twelve hours
night to wake a twenty-four honr day, you see, must al-
ways begin at a certain period of time. No matter then
whether the sun sets with us at eight in snmmer or 4 o'clk
in winter. ;.. by this, and this 1s the scripture rule, days
and weeks can, und most probably are, keypt at the Nonh
and South polar regions.

God does not re-
quire us to be any more cxact in keeping time, than what
we may or have learned from the ibove rules, but I am
told there is a difference in time of twenty-four hoursto the
mariner that circumnavigates the globe.  That, being true,
is known to thew, but it alters na time on the carth or sea.
But, says one, I should like to keep the Subbath in time,
just as Jesus did.  Then you murt live in Palestine, where
their day begins seven hours earlier than ours; and yet it
isat 6 o'clock in the ¢vening the same period, though not 5
the sume by the sun, in which we begin our day. - Let me
illustrate : our earth, something in the form of an orange,
is whirling over every twenty-four hours.

These two everlaciing Corvemasnts cre cond'tional, and in -
the future. Tho liviug saints of God intorlt themby kesp.

which canbe nothing more nor less than what Jer. and Paul
calls the ‘new orsecond covenant.’ Jer. xxxi: 31—33; leb.
viii: 6—10: by us the Gospel Covenant, confirmed by
Christ and his Apostles 1800 yearsago. Dan.ix: 27; Acts
x: 36—40; Heb.ii: 3, 4. The old or first Covenant was
delivered to Moscs at Mount Sinai 3337 years ago, and is
about 1537 years older than the uciwz, or sccond, or what we
call the Gospel Covenant. Paul to the Heb. ix: 1, says,
* ‘This first Covenant had oerdinances of divine service, and
a worldly sanctuary,’ meaning the Old Tabernacle with all
its appendages, (see 23 v.,) and was dedicated with the blood
of bulls and goats. 18, 19v. (Macknight's trans.) See also
Ixo. xxivi 8; Lev.vvi: 15. Thissanie Covenaut was the
ten commandments ‘written on tables of stone by the finger
of God."
